Why Recycle 

1. Recycling one aluminum can saves enough 
energy to run a TV for 3 hours. 

2. Recycling of one glass container saves 
enough energy to light a 100-watt bulb for 
4 hours. 

3. Recycling one pound of plastic would 
power a room-size electric heater for 
about two hours. 

4. Every recycled pound of steel saves 
enough energy to light a 60-watt bulb for 
over 26 hours. 

5. Recycled paper uses 80% less water, 65% 
less energy and produces 95% less air 
pollution than producing new paper. 

6. A recycled ton of paper saves 17 trees, 
7000 gallons of water, and the energy 
equivalent of 185 gallons of gas. 

7. Containers made from recycled plastic save 
up to 60% of the energy needed to make 
new plastic containers. 

8. Recycling helps combat global warming. In 
2006, recycling 82 million tons of materials 
prevented the release of approximately 
49.7 million metric tons of carbon into the 
air. 

9. Recycling reduces the amount of trash 
going into landfills. Less landfill waste 
means less landfill pollution, such as 
methane gas and toxins that can 
contaminate ground water. 

10. Recycling has the added benefit of creating 
jobs and strengthening the economy.

Recycling items are accepted only on the third 
Saturday of the month from 8:00-10:00 am. 

If it is raining, recycling collection will be  
postponed until rain stops. Volunteers are always 

welcome to help with collection. 

Please sort recyclables as follows: 

 Glass: Please remove lids. 

 Newspaper: cannot have been wet. Please 
remove rubber bands & plastic holders. Do 
not need to remove ads.   

 Paper, including junk mail. No colored 
construction paper 

 Shredded paper. 

  Magazines and other slick paper 

 Catalogs, phone books. Please separate 
catalogs from magazines. Magazines are 
stapled; catalogs have glued bindings. 

 Corrugated cardboard and cardboard egg 
cartons. Paper sacks may be included with 
cardboard. Remove all packing materials 
and flatten. Cardboard cannot be very dirty 
or oil saturated. No wax-coated boxes or 
Styrofoam egg cartons.   

 Soft and hard cover books 

 Steel/tin cans 

 Aluminum cans 

 Plastic: # 1 and 2 only; no lids, no solid 
black or brown plastic, no cooking oil or 
motor oil containers. Please rinse 
containers. Helpful if plastic is flattened. 
Also helpful if plastic sorted as follows: 
 Clear and semi-transparent labeled #1. This 

includes any plastic you can see through. Example: 
some vitamin bottles and some drink containers. 

 Semi-translucent labeled #2. Example: milk jugs. 

 Solid color labeled #1 or #2. This plastic cannot be 
seen through. Example: detergent bottles.

Styrofoam—also known as polystyrene 
(recycle number code 6)—packing material 
can be recycled at most Staples stores. The 
closest Staples to Independence is at 2400 
SE Washington Blvd in Bartlesville.  

Styrofoam may also be recycled by 
packaging it and mailing to:

Clean industrial products packaging only. No 
peanuts and no food containers (coffee cups, 
egg cartons, trays, etc.) 

Recycling Plastic ςWhat the Codes Mean 
Shoppers will find at the bottom of most plastic 
containers a single digit number surrounded by 
the familiar recycling symbol. Most recycling   
centers will accept numbers 1 and 2. Whether 
other numbers will be accepted depends on the 
center. The following summarizes what those 
numbers mean: 

 Polyethylene terephthalate.  
Examples: Soda and water bottles, 
medicine containers.  

 High-density Polyethylene. Examples: 
bottles for milk, liquid laundry soap, 
dish detergent, bleach, shampoo, 
conditioner, and motor oil.  

 Polyvinyl chloride. Examples: pipes, 
shower curtains, cooking oil bottles, 
baby bottle nipples, shrink wrap, 
coffee containers. 

 Low-density Polyethylene. Examples: 
wrapping film, grocery bags, sandwich 
bags.  

 Polypropylene. Examples: food 
storage containers, syrup bottles, 
yogurt tubs, outdoor carpet. 

 Polystyrene. Examples: coffee cups, 
disposable flatware, bakery 
containers, meat trays, packing 
peanuts, Styrofoam insulation. 

 Any combination of 1-6 above or 
another less commonly used plastic.
